1. Information is to be submitted to the model architects—The LifeLine Group—for application to the model.

Data submission will be noted as to date of receipt and will be considered by The LifeLine Group (LLG) scientists for inclusion in the model.  If data are used in the model, reference to the submitter and source will be made in the ComET™ Documentation materials.  LLG scientists may contact the senders for clarification or additional guidance in applying the information or resolving other questions about the submission.  Therefore, please include contact information (name, email, telephone).

2. NO INFORMATION WILL BE CONSIDERED CONFIDENTIAL.
If information is used, the source will be identified in the ComET™ documentation.  LLG will maintain files of all submitted information and will use the submissions at their discretion for implementation in ComET™.  All submissions will be available to Health Canada.

Confidential information may be submitted directly to Health Canada through traditional channels of data submission.  Such information may be used for comparison exercises.

3. Information must be relevant to overall type of product—NOT BRAND SPECIFIC.

ComET™ calculates the highest plausible exposure that could be presented to an individual from use of a product containing that substance, or the highest plausible exposure resulting from legal industrial emissions into the environment.  Hence, information must apply to the highest plausible exposure scenario from that product type.

Valuable information for ComET™:

· Substance occurrence in products

· Substance contribution to overall product ingredients

· Underlying algorithms and values for substances in those algorithms

· Environmental source exposure information
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4. Information can address:

· Generic information about product uses and activity patterns that define exposure parameters.

· Were the right sentinel products selected for the substance?

· Were the right algorithms applied to the sentinel product?

· Were the right values applied to the algorithms – for the product types, not specific brands of products.

· Other parameters as described in the ComET™ documentation.

Summary:  Process and Policies for Consideration and Application of Submitted Information

· Data must not be confidential—will be available for viewing via ComET™

· Must be submitted in writing with full citation.  If experimental data, full description of protocol, data, conclusions would be preferred.

· Must apply to all specific products within the sentinel product group

· Information must be of better “pedigree” than initial information 

· Information must adhere to philosophy of transparency

· Information must bring a degree of refinement to ComET™
